Recently, my close friend, Farhad Naini (London, UK),
published a textbook entitled “Orthognathic Surgery:

The book begins with a wonderful
introductory chapter on the historical background of
orthognathic surgery written by the father of modern
orthognathic surgery, Prof. Hugo Obwegeser. As Dr
Naini is an orthodontist, he has included many chapters
on pre-operative and post-operative orthodontic consider-
ation for orthognathic surgery. The details about surgical
technique are also covered in detail. This book should be
added to the catalogue of must-read books for both oral
and maxillofacial surgeons and orthodontists. In addition,
Dr Naini has published very interesting articles in
Maxillofacial Plastic and Reconstructive Surgery [2, 3].
